NEXUS is a joint customs and immigration program for frequent travelers that both the Canadian and American governments have implemented. The NEXUS program is designed to simplify border crossings for pre-approved, low-risk travelers.

As a NEXUS member, you will be able to use dedicated lanes at various border crossings, and may not be regularly subjected to the usual customs and immigration questioning. These lanes are provided in an effort to reduce traffic congestion and delays at bridge and land crossings while maintaining a safe and secure border.

Once approved by both Canada and U.S. as low-risk travelers, NEXUS members will enjoy a simplified entry process while traveling back and forth across the Canada/U.S. border. NEXUS lanes remain open during high alert periods when regular crossing passenger car lanes may be severely curtailed. 

NEXUS enables Canadian and U.S. customs and immigration authorities to concentrate their efforts on potentially high-risk travelers and goods, thereby upholding security and protection standards at the border.


NEXUS IS NO LONGER JUST FOR FREQUENT TRAVELERS.

NEXUS is also of critical importance because approximately 85% of all vehicles crossing the Canada/U.S. Border are non-commercial trucks. Therefore, you have to facilitate movement of the low-risk cars in order to be able to provide access to the low-risk trucks at the crossing plazas utilizing “Traffic Streaming”. It is essential that this technique be introduced at the Gateway crossings.

NEXUS is currently in operation at the following border crossing locations: 

Washington State/British Columbia (Peace Arch, Pacific Highway, Boundary Bay/Point Roberts); 

Michigan/Ontario  (Ambassador Bridge, Blue Water Bridge, Detroit Canada Tunnel) 

New York/Ontario (Peace Bridge) 

NEXUS is planned to be operational by Dec. 31, 2003 at the following crossings:

New York/Ontario         (Lewiston Queenston Bridge, RainbowBridge, Whirlpool Bridge)

New York/Quebec         (Champlain/Lacolle)

Vermont/Quebec            (Highgate Springs/St-Armand-Philipsburgh)

Maine/New Brunswick   (Calais/St. Stephen) 

North Dakota/Manitoba (Pembina/Emerson)

Montana/Alberta            (Sweetgrass/Coutts)
